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2. Applicant submits Application & appropriate documentation to RIA for review.
Application is reviewed along with pre-requisite courses, verification of work experience, estimates
processes payment of non-refundable processing fee.

Applicant is either accepted or counseled on further action.
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1. Applicant contacts RIA about advanced certification and is counseled / guided on requirements for the
over all certification program and related application process.
